Recruitment and selection 
procedures should be 
informative, transparent 
and open to all qualified 
applicants regardless of 
background. Person and 
vacancy specifications 
must clearly identify the 
skills required for the post 
and these requirements 
should be relevant to the 
role. 

Our Recruitment & Selection Policy clearly sets out our 
procedures. These procedures ensure that all applicants are 
treated with objective fairness and sensitivity and are aligned 
with our Equality Objectives. The University is committed to 
remaining a “Two Ticks” employer. Job applicants and staff 
are encouraged to declare a disability and the University takes 
a proactive approach to reasonable adjustments. 
There are academic and research role descriptors. There are 
also standard academic and research job descriptions & 
person specifications, which are revised to ensure that the 
skills and requirements of the post are accurately reflected. 
These are quality assured by HR and by reference to other 
experts, where appropriate. 
Posts are advertised using external media and on the UW 
website. These include clear descriptions of the selection 
process to be used. It is ensured that selection processes 
provide equality of opportunity in a transparent way. 
The diversity of our applications is monitored by the Diversity 
& Equality Committee for age, gender, disability, race, sexual 
orientation and faith.

Review has been completed. New role 
descriptors (and associated JDs and PSs) 
are in place for research posts and are 
being used by PIs and HR. This has led 
to greater consistency in practice across 
the institution when appointing 
research staff but also in areas such as 
job evaluation.

1.3 Research posts should 
only be advertised as a 
fixed-term post where 
there is a recorded and 
justifiable reason. 

Managers requesting a new post are required to complete a 
Staff Vacancy Release form (SVR) which is signed off by 
Finance and ultimately the Vice Chancellor or Pro Vice 
Chancellor Academic. 
The SVR identifies whether a role is permanent or fixed- term 
and provides a series of financial and other rationales for the 
post. However, it is not explicit in asking why a post should be 
fixed-term, although in reality this is normally because it is 
linked to a specific funding stream or the post is a pump-
priming post, i.e. it seeks to drive research forward in a 
particular area and the continuation of that post is dependent 
on a series of set objectives.

The decision has been taken for 
externally-funded research posts to be 
dealt with outside the SVR process. 
Recruitment is triggered by the 
Research Office. Where a researcher is 
named in a bid, there is no need for a 
recruitment process and a contract 
request is made by the Research Office 
providing a rationale for a fixed term 
appointment; where a researcher is not 
named then a normal recruitment 
process will be triggered; again a 
rationale for fixed term posts is 
required. This was only formally rolled 
out in 2017/18 so there is a need to 
review its effectiveness.
